Watch, talk about the clip and draw a story map. You can write the story over a couple of sessions trying to use some lovely descriptive words .(adjectives)
Phonics-Watch the phonics screening powerpoint. Can your child identify the diagraphs by themselves and sound out the letters to read the words? If not, do they recognise the diagraphs when you point them out? If not, work on words containing that diagraph so they learn it. Can they blend the sounds to read the words? If they struggle to do this, then concentrate on making words for them to practise blending sounds to read.

Little and often is the way forward with reading. If the children do not meet the diagraphs in words on a regular basis they forget. The same is true with sight vocabulary.

Day 2

Watch The Runaway Iceberg- (e-book Download from Twinkl. If for any reason you cannot download the book, use the pictures and make up your own story.)
Reorder the pictures and retell the story verbally.

Reading and comprehension (To be done with no help. Parents can only read the questions. The children should be able to read the story text and the answers.)
